We 
always invite existing trade stand holders to re-book before opening the show to new trade stands.

To be considered for a space, please complete the online Trade Stand application. Please do not send any 
payment at this time.

2019 exhibitors are offered first refusal of the same stand space they occupied in 2019 for 2020. Returning 
exhibitors have until the closing date of 31ST JANUARY 2020 to notify the Trade Stand Team whether they 
wish to:

	Î Rebook and accept the same stand as 2019

	Î Request a change of size or location for 2020

	Î Not exhibit in 2020

Once the Trade Stand Team have this information, any stand size or location changes are resolved first as a 
‘loyalty thank you’ to the returning exhibitors. This process takes approximately 6 weeks. Once this has been 
completed, new applications are considered. 

	Î If NO suitable stand space is available for your application, notification will be sent to you. 

	Î If there is a suitable stand space for your application, one of Trade Stand Team will call to discuss the 
availability before sending the official offer via email.

	Î Only when this offer has been made and accepted, in writing, are you guaranteed a stand at the 2020 
show.

	Î Note: There is not a closing date for new exhibitor’s application forms to be submitted. We will accept 
new application forms until the whole site has been fully sold.

Membership

1.1	 All Trade Stands and Exhibitors exhibiting at the Royal Highland Show must appoint a person to 
be their representative and hold a Membership of the Royal Highland and Agricultural Society of 
Scotland (RHASS).

1.3	 If you or a member of your organisation is an existing RHASS Member, please note that Membership 
runs from 1st January to 31st December. Please quote your Membership number on your Trade Stand 
application form so your current Membership of RHASS can be confirmed. If you do not know your 
membership number, please clearly indicate the name, address and postcode of the RHASS member 
in order to minimise delays in processing your application.

1.4	 Membership is on an individual basis and we recommend the member should be onsite stand 
manager, or appointed company representative who will be in attendance for all 4 show-days.
